Investigating Author’s Language in a Familiar Narrative
Students read, examine and analyse the language features and
techniques used by the author of a familiar narrative text, focusing on
how these elements contribute to meaning, character development, and
the overall effectiveness of the story. They explore narrative voice,
descriptive language, sentence structure, and the use of figurative
language, identifying how these features engage the audience and
enhance storytelling.

Assessment:

Writing: Students create a new chapter for The Twit’s book to engage
an audience of peers.

Speaking: Students assume the role of a character from The Twits and
participate in an interview activity. They prepare a script that reflects the
character’s personality, thoughts and actions from the story. Students
demonstrate speaking and listening skills as well as their understanding
of the text in a creative way.

British Settlement in Australia

Inquiry question:

What were the effects of British Settlement?
Students:

«  Explore the diversity of different groups within their local community

»  Examine the purpose of laws and distinguish between rules and laws

*  Make connections between world history events between the 1400s
and the 1800s, and the history of Australia, including the reasons for the
colonisation of Australia by the British

« Investigate the experiences of British explorers, convicts, settlers and
Australia’s first peoples, and the impact colonisation had on the lives of
different groups of people

*  Analyse the experiences of contact between Australia’s first peoples
and others, and the effects these interactions had on people and the
environment

»  Draw conclusions about how the identities and sense of belonging for
Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander peoples in the past and present
were and continue to be affected by British colonisation and the
enactment of law of terra nullius.
